 Parking:  Park FREE at the Dover Transit Center, located at Water and West Streets in Dover 

 

 Cost to ride:  $1.00 each way (exact change only) 

 

 Get to the Parade: Board at the Transit Center (at the bay listing Route 109) and get off at the bus 

stop on Loockerman and Federal Streets        

 Return from Parade:  To return to the Transit Center, board on Loockerman Street at the Dover
